National Reports to Regional Hydrographic Commissions

Regional Hydrographic Commissions (RHCs) are intended to provide, under the auspices of the
International Hydrographic Organization regional, coordination with regard to nautical
information, hydrographic surveys, production of nautical charts and documents, training, technical
cooperation and hydrographic capacity building projects.

The RHCs are required to report to the International Hydrographic Conference on activities,
hydrographic capacity and requirements within their region. They are also required to submit an
annual report to the International Hydrographic Bureau indicating progress made against the key
targets in the [HO Work Programme. To assist in the RHC gathering information on the activities
within their area of responsibility a number of reports are required from National Organizations.

Details of these reporting requirements are available in IHO Resolution 2/1997 as amended which
is available from the IHO Website;
