VISA 

Currently, all the Japan’s visa exemption arrangements have been suspended and all 
foreign nationals who wish to newly enter Japan need to apply for a visa. So you are 
required to apply for an appropriate visa at Embassies or Consulates or Consular Office of 
Japan in your country/region. 
So Member States should send the registration form, scanned copies of the passports and 

digital face photos to JHOD by e-mail no later than 22 July 2022 for face to face 
participation.  
After receiving the registration forms, JHOD will send invitation letter and certificate for 

ERFS system (Entrants, Returns Follow-up System) to face-to-face participants by e-mail. If 
you need additional information for VISA application procedure of Embassies or Consulates 
or Consular, please let JHOD know (iao@jhod.go.jp). 
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
