Tocumen International Airport. It is also only a 15-minute walk from Casco Viejo, the historic
centre of the city.

2. ACCOMMODATION:

If you
are travelling from Europe, KLM, Air France and |beria offer regular flights (some direct) to
Panama’s Tocumen International Airport.

The Hotel offers a bus transportation service to and from the airport for a fee. If you wish to use
this service, please inform the reservations team when you book your room.

Taxis, Uber and Metro De Panama:

Taking a taxi in Panama City is usually very safe and comfortable. Panama taxi drivers are
notoriously friendly and chatty. However, if you do experience any issues such as overcharging or
an unsafe and unprofessional driver, you can report it to the Transit Police by calling +507 231
2678.

Uber is also operated in the city. You should not expect to pay more than USD20 from the Airport
to the W Hotel.

The Panama Metro System (Metro De Panama) is also very widely used and provides rapid
transportation across the city. The Metro De Panama consists of two metro lines, Line 1 connects
San Isidro and Albrook, while Line 2 connects Nuevo Tocumen and San Miguelito. Metro De
Panama operates seven days a week and 365 days a year (Monday-Friday 05:00-23:00, Saturday
05:00-22:00, and Sundays and Public Holidays 07:00-22:00).

Cars and Road Safety: Driving standards can be poor and traffic accidents are common. Roads
are often poorly lit and can have potholes and unfinished repairs. Traffic can be heavy in Panama
City and other populated areas.

4. OFFICIAL LANGUAGE:
Panamanian Spanish is the official language of Panama - many speak English as well.
5. TRAVEL DOCUMENTATION:

Passports: Passports must be valid for at least 6 months. At the Panamanian border control, you
may need to give the address of your accommodation and a contact telephone number. Airlines
might pass you an Entry Card prior to arrival which you should fill out and pass to the authorities
at Passport Control.

Visas: Please check with your national government on individual visa requirements to enter
Panama. However, you can often visit Panama for up to 3 months without a visa if you arrive by
land or air.

6. CURRENCY:

The official currency in Panama is the Panamanian Balboa (PAB). The US dollar (USD) is, however,
also widely accepted and is deemed to be Panama’s second currency. All major credit cards are
widely accepted.

7. WEATHER:

December is the start of Panama's dry season, which extends to mid-April. The weather is
generally hot and dry, and although humidity is lower than during the wet season, temperatures
are higher. As a tropical country not far north of the equator, temperatures in Panama are hot
year-round and fairly uniform across the country. The annual average temperature is 86°F (30°C),
but this can rise to 90°F (32°C) during the dry season.

8. HEALTH:
Emergency Number: Dial 911 in all emergency situations (medical, police & fire).

9. LAWS:

Smoking and E-Cigarette Bans: It is illegal to smoke in public places. You could be fined
USD100-250 if you're caught smoking where it's not allowed. The use of e-cigarettes is also
banned in public places.
