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S-100-based products can be either a chart or publication depending 
on their usage. S-101 with S-98 is considered the base layer for 
navigation.

Content, display order and interleaving instructions of
 S-100-based products is defined by S-98.

Electronic navigational data service (ENDS) means a special-purpose database compiled from nautical chart and nautical publication data, standardized as to 

content, structure and format, issued for use with ECDIS by or on the authority of a government, authorized hydrographic office or other relevant government 

institution, and conforming to IHO standards; and, which is designed to meet the requirement of marine navigation and the nautical charts and nautical publications 

carriage requirements in SOLAS regulations V/19 and V/27. The navigational base layer of ENDS is the electronic navigational chart (ENC). (MSC.530(106))
