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INTRODUCTION

Capacity Building (CB) is defined as the process whereby the Organization assesses and
assists States in sustainable development and improvement of their capacities, in order for
them to meet the objectives of the IHO, as well as to comply with the Hydrographic,
Cartographic and Maritime Safety obligations and recommendations laid down in UNCLOS,
SOLAS V and other international texts. Capacity Building is considered by the IHO as a
strategic objective.

Since 2003, when the IHO Capacity Building Committee was established, several objectives
have been achieved: definition of an IHO CB strategy; the creation of a Capacity Building
Fund used to support requests from developing countries; development of a Management
Plan which includes CB demands coming from Regiona Hydrographic Commissions and the
preparation of annual CB work programmes.

One of the most fundamental tasks carried out by the CBC has been the provision of support
to help developing countries set up a National Hydrographic Office. Most IHO Member
States Hydrographic Offices were created by a national law or decree which states its
mission, functions, organization, funding, relations with other agencies, etc. The compilation
of these various administrative regulations has been identified as an important source of
information to assist those countries which are in the process of developing their own
legislation with regard to hydrography, nautical cartography, safety to navigation and other
related activities.

The creation of National Hydrographic Committees (NHC) or other similar coordinating
bodies has also been recommended and the concept is strongly supported by developing
countries. A NHC seeks to improve the relationship between all the national agencies
involved, either producers or users of hydro-cartographic and marine safety information
products and services. Recent technical visits to countries have reveaed that representatives
from the various national institutions participating in the round-tabl e discussions, organized to
explain the importance of hydrography to safety to navigation, safety of life at sea, protection
of the marine environment and many other activities, met for the very first time. They were
not aware of the contribution hydrography could make to their work and the concept of
establishing aNHC or similar body has received alot of support.

Asin the case of the establishment of a Nationa Hydrographic Office, the IHB believes that it
would also be very useful for many developing countries who wish to set up their own
National Hydrographic Committee to have examples of national legislation creating a NHC or
asimilar body.

In 2007, the IHO Member States were invited to send to the IHB copies of national
regulations that may be used as a reference in establishing a National Hydrographic Office
and/or a National Hydrographic Committee. The IHB has produced now a new IHO
Publication M-16 “National hydrographic Regulations’ from the information supplied and
compiled, for the benefit of those countries in the process of creating such national
institutions.
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AUSTRALIA
NATIONAL HYDROGRAPHIC REGULATIONS

The Hydrographic Service of the RAN was established under the Commonweslth (of Australia) Naval
Order 275 dated 14 December 1920, with the responsibility for the conduct of hydrographic surveysin
the Australian area.

The hydrographic data was forwarded to the United Kingdom for incorporation into the Admiralty
chart series.

On 51h June 1946, Government Cabinet Decision (on Agendum No. 1169) assigned the full
responsibility for provision of hydrographic services in Australian Waters to the RAN Hydrographic
Service. This responsibility was reaffirmed in February 1988 following consideration of the
Richardson Report, Review Topographical Mapping Services 1986.

The Royal Australian Navy (RAN) Hydrographic Service has its origins in the British Admiralty
Hydrographic Office. The Admiralty carried out surveys and published charts of the Australian coast
throughout the 19th century in support of the defence and development of the colonies.

Thereis no specific legisation covering nationa hydrographic services responsibility in Australia.

To act as a facilitators among the various oceanographic, hydrographic and meteorological
data banks for future use, research and supply those to the national and international users.

To recommend the use of uniform procedure and technique for carrying out hydrographic
survey by the member organisations.

To recommend the use of uniform horizontal and vertical datum by the member organisations
for carrying out hydrographic Survey.

To maintain liaison with International Hydrographic Organisation (IHO) and other
international forum to promote hydrographic survey services of Bangladesh.

CANADA SHIPPING ACT

The Canada Shipping Act establishes the legal requirements for operators of ships and boats to carry
Charts and Nautical Publications (" Carriage Requirements').

e Section 562.1 of the Canada Shipping Act gives the Governor in Council the power to
make regulations requiring ships to have on board, maintain and use appropriate charts
and nautical publications. The definition of "ship" is wider than the ordinary use of that
word, so that the chart carriage requirements apply to pleasure boats and small commercial
fishing boats.

e The Charts and Nautical Publications Regulations (1995) (“CNPRS") were made in 1995,
pursuant to section 562.1 of the Canada Shipping Act. The CNPRs are currently under
review by Transport Canada. The CNPRs apply to all vessels operating in Canadian
waters and require that "the master and owner of every ship shall have on board, in respect
of each area in which the ship is to be navigated, the most recent editions of the charts,
documents and publications that are required .... "

e The CNPRs aso require that mariners keep their charts, documents and publications up-
to-date. CHS and Coast Guard use "Notices to Shipping" and "Notices to Mariners' to
provide updated information to mariners.

e The charts, documents and publications required under the CNPRs include CHS
publications (chart catalogues, charts, sailing directions, Tide and Current Tables), as well
as Canadian Coast Guard publications (Notices to Mariners, List of Lights, Buoys and Fog
Signals, Radio Aids for Marine Navigation).

There is an exception in CNPRs for vessels under 100 tons where the person in charge of the vessel
has certain specified knowledge. Subsection 4(2) of the CNPRs states that:

"The master and owner of a ship of less than 100 tons are not required to have on board the charts,
documents and publications referred to ... if the person in charge of navigation has sufficient
knowledge of the following information, such that safe and efficient navigation in the area where the
ship isto be navigated is not compromised:

a) thelocation and character of charted

i. shipping routes,
ii. lights, buoys and marks, and
il navigational hazards; and

b) the prevailing navigational conditions, taking into account such factors as tides, currents,
ice and weather patterns.”

As a consequence of this subsection, the carriage of charts is optiona for many recreational boaters
and some commercial vessels, including fishers and those with knowledge of local traffic patterns and
hazards.
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The penalty for contravening the regulations is a fine of up to $2,000 for a ship twenty metres or less,
or afine of up to $50,000 where the ship exceeds twenty metres.

LAW ON HYDROGRAPHIC ACTIVITIES

. GENERAL PROVISIONS
Articlel

This Law regulates the contents of hydrographic activities, the conditions and manner of carrying out
these activities, and establishes a legal entity for carrying out hydrographic activities of interest to the
Republic of Croatia.

Article2

Hydrographic activities include the hydrographic survey of the sea, geodetic and other surveys of
objects in the coastal area, sea, seabed and submarine area; marine geodesy; oceanography (recording
of the sea level oscillations, surface waves, currents, thermohaline parameters), geology and
geophysics of the sea, and environmental protection, in the parts of the sea in which the Republic of
Croatia has sovereign power or achieves sovereign rights; analysis of the data collected during the
survey, recording or research, and publishing of such data, with the aim of providing hydrographic-
navigational safety at sea.

Geodetic works within hydrographic activities are carried out in accordance with the regulations on
geodetic survey.

Article3

The purpose of hydrographic activities is hydrographic-navigational security of ships and boats,
including naval vessels, with the aim of protecting human lives and property on sea, carrying out
researches, protecting the environment and managing the sea.

Article4

The data obtained from hydrographic activities are the basis of hydrographic information system.

. CARRYING OUT HYDROGRAPHIC ACTIVITIES

Article5

Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia shall carry out the following hydrographic activities:

1. Hydrographic survey of the sea, marine geodesy, geodetic and other surveys of objectsin
the coastal area, sea, seabed and submarine area, geology and geophysics of the sea,
oceanography and protection of the environment in the part important for hydrography and
hydrographic-navigational safety, research and other jobs in connection with the carrying
out of these activities, established by this Law.

2. Providing hydrographic-navigational safety at sea for all ships and boats, established by
this Law; the service of navigational notices (radio notices), collecting, anayzing and
exchanging hydrographic and navigational notices for keeping in proper conditions
official charts and handbooks, as well as correcting and amending these datain "Notices to
Mariners'.
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3. Performing duties of National Coordinator in collecting, analyzing and dispatching
maritime safety information (MSI), in accordance with the recommendations of the
International Hydrographic Organization and International Maritime Organization
(hereinafter referred to as the IHO and IMO).

4. Drafting, producing and keeping up to date the official charts and handbooks, and
coordinating them with the recommendations of the IHO and IMO, as well as keeping up
to date and storing the originals.

5. Describing and drawing of a geodetically defined border of sovereignty of the Republic of
Croatia on sea, taking into consideration other acts which regulate the border, keeping up
to date and managing the database of the official data on sea, in the following fields:
navigation, hydrography (objects on sea and in the submarine area), cartography, geology,
geophysics and oceanography (sea level oscillations, waves, currents, thermohaline,
hydroacoustic and optical properties of the sea, hydrometeorology, etc.), as well as
organizing and conducting the Marine Register.

6. Representing the Republic of Croatiain the IHO and other international organizations with
which it cooperates independently, initsfield of activity.

7. Other activities, asfollows:

- managing the hydrographic information system,

- organizing the watch service, the network of permanent and occasional stations and
substations for data collecting,

- controlling reliability of measurement methods in the field of hydrographic activities,

- jobs within the field of hydrographic activities established by Maritime Statute and
other laws,

- publishing and printing activities, as well as distribution and sale of charts and
handbooks, the usage of which is obligatory for the safety of navigation.

Article6

Hydrographic activities referred to in Article 5 of this Law are activities of interest to the Republic of
Croatia.

Article7

Hydrographic survey of the sea, marine geodesy and survey of objects in the coastal area, sea, seabed
and submarine area may be carried out by other legal entities registered for such activities, if they fulfil
statutory conditions.

The conditions which must be fulfilled by a legal entity for carrying out the activities referred to in
paragraph 1 of this Article, as well as detailed conditions and manner of carrying out such activities
shall be regulated by the Minister of Maritime Affairs.

Article8

The decision, which gives authority for carrying out the activities referred to in Article 7, paragraph 1
of this Law, or rejects the request for giving such authority, shall be made by the Ministry of Maritime
Affairs, according to the opinion of the Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia.

The decision under paragraph 1 of this Article shall be made within 30 days of the properly submitted
request.
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The complaint against the decision under paragraph 1 of this Article is not permitted, but

administrative dispute may be taken.

To the process of making decisions, the provisions of the Law on general administrative procedure
shall be applied, unless otherwise determined by this Law.

Article9

Legal entities authorized for carrying out the activities referred to in Article 7, paragraph 1 of this Law
(hereinafter referred to as: authorized legal entities) undertake to carry out such activities in the
manner and on the conditions regulated by this Law and the regulations enacted on the basis of this
Law, in accordance with the standards of the IHO and other standards established by the international
contracts, to which the Republic of Croatiais committed.

Article 10

Authorized legal entities undertake to inform the Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia
about the date of the beginning of works and their volume, and send one copy of each project study, as
well as supply the collected data within 30 days of finishing the works.

Article11

The data, collected and analyzed by the Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatiain carrying
out the activitiesreferred to in Article 5 of this Law, shall be the official data.

The research data, collected and analyzed by authorized legal entities (charts, tables, graphs, etc.) shall
not be considered official.

Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia shall store the official data and publish them in
officia charts, handbooks and "Notices to Mariners' in necessary proportions.

In specia publications, Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia shall publish changes and
amendments to the charts of interest to Defence.

Article 12

Ships and boats registered in domestic records must have the official charts and handbooks published
by the Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia, in accordance with the Regulations on boats
and following the regulations of the Croatian Register of Shipping.

Article 13

Hydrographic, cartographic and other originals as well as the data on the part of the sea, seabed and
submarine area in which the Republic of Croatia has sovereign power or achieves sovereign rights,

shall be kept in the Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia.

Copying or ceding the originals referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article for the usage of other bodies,
legal entities or natural persons, is not permitted.

The originals produced for the usage of the Ministry of Defence shall be kept in this Ministry.
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Article 14

Scanning, copying (partly or in whole) of charts and handbooks, studies and other editions published
by the Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia on the basis of the authority in this Law, and
their distribution, are prohibited without the prior written permission of the Hydrographic Institute of
the Republic of Croatia

Article 15

Marine Register shall keep records of the data on the sea, seabed and submarine area, relevant for the
safety of navigation, except the data of interest to Defence.

Marine Register shall include the data on the users, the way and proportions of exploitation of the sea,
seabed and submarine area, as well as the records of objects, works and occurrences relevant for the
safety of navigation, for each area of local self-governing unit and units of local government and self-
government.

Detailed regulations on the structure, content and conduct of Marine Register, and payment of fees
shall be issued by the Minister of Maritime Affairs, Transport and Communications, according to the
opinion of the Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia.

The records including the data under paragraph 2 of this Article, which are relevant for Defence, shall
be kept by the Ministry of Defence.

Article 16

The data obtained from hydrographic activities of interest to the Republic of Croatia may be given for
public usage in parts, unless determined as secret, by the act of the competent body, in accordance
with the Law on protection of data secrecy.

Article 17

The users of the data, except the State Administration bodies, shall pay compensations for the usage
of original data collected by the Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatiain carrying out the
activitiesreferred to in Article 5 of this Law.

Article 18

The Minister of Maritime Affairs shall issue regulations on publishing, keeping up to date and using
the officia charts, the usage of which is obligatory for the safety of navigation, according to the
opinion of the Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia.

Article 19

Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia shall not need the permission of the Minister of
Maritime Affairs for the research, investigation and survey of the sea, seabed or submarine area,
carried out within the activities referred to in Article 5 of this Law, as regulated by Maritime Statute.

Article 20

Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatiamay carry out the activities referred to in Article 5 of
this Law in the special-purpose military harbours, or in the prohibited zones of internal waters of the
Republic of Croatia with the permit of the Ministry of Defence, while in the harbour for interior affair
purposes with the permit of the Ministry of Interior.
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Article21

Legal entities referred to in Article 5 of this Law shall pay harbour dues according to specia
regulations.

Article 22

It is prohibited to impede the carrying out of hydrographic activities, and damage the equipment,
especially the one at the stations for data collecting (tide gauge and other stations).

Article 23
In the spirit of this Law, Hydrographic-Navigational Council shall be in charge of a systematic
development of hydrographic activities. Hydrographic-Navigational Council is a professional and
advisory body which shall direct in a strategical manner the development of hydrographic activities,
and shall particularly:

- evaluate the situation in the field of hydrographic activities,

- suggest and initiate measures for improving the hydrographic activities,

- consider and give opinions on the law proposals and other acts which regulate

hydrographic activities.

Concerning the issues under consideration, Hydrographic-Navigational Council shall give opinions,
establish attitudes, give initiatives for passing laws and other regulations or taking other measures.

Article24

Hydrographic-Navigational Council shall have the President and 14 members, appointed or acquitted
by the Government of the Republic of Croatia, to the proposal of competent ministries.

Hydrographic-Navigational Council shall be appointed for a period of four years.
Hydrographic-Navigational Council shall consist of:

- two representatives of the Ministry of Maritime Affairs, one of them from the field of
navigational safety,

- onerepresentative of the Ministry of Interior,

- onerepresentative of the Ministry of Science and Technology,

- one representative of the Ministry of Spatial Planning, Building and Housing,
- onerepresentative of the Ministry of Tourism,

- onerepresentative of the State Administration body competent for geodesy,

- one representative of the State Administration body competent for environmental
protection,

- onerepresentative of the State Administration body competent for waters
- threerepresentatives of the Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia

- onerepresentative of maritime economy.
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Article 25
Hydrographic-Navigational Council shall enact regulations for the conduct of its work.

Professional and other administrative jobs, necessary for the work of Hydrographic-Navigational
Council, shall be carried out by the Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia.

[1. HYDROGRAPHIC INSTITUTE OF THE REPUBLIC OF CROATIA

Article 26

A public institution, named Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia (hereinafter referred to
asthe Institute), is established for carrying out the hydrographic activities of interest to the Republic of
Croatia.

Abbreviated title of the Institute is HHI.

Headquarters of the Ingtitute shall bein Split.

Article 27

The rights, which the Republic of Croatia has as the founder of the Institute, shall be effected by the
Government of the Republic of Croatia, except the rights referred to in Article 32, paragraph 2,
subparagraph 1 of this Law, which shall be performed by the House of Representatives of Croatian
Parliament.

Article 28

Activities of the Ingtitute shall be carried out as a public service.

The Institute shall perform organization and conduct of Marine Register, carry out the activities
referred to in Article 5, paragraph 1, item 3, and provide opinions referred to in Article 8, paragraph 1,
Article 15, paragraph 3 and Article 18 of this Law, as public authorities.

The Institute shall not perform activities for making profit, unless exceptionally permitted by this Law.
Article 29

For those issues which are not settled by this Law, the Institute, being a public institution, shall be
liable to the Law on institutions.

Article 30

Besides the activities referred to in Article 5 of this Law, the Institute may carry out hydrographic,
cartographic and publishing activities for domestic or foreign legal entities, on their request, provided
that these activities do not impede the carrying out of hydrographic activities of interest to the
Republic of Croatia.

Article 31

The bodies of the Institute shall be Management Council and Director.
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Management Council shall manage the Institute.

Management Council shall bein charge of:

Article33

passing the Statute of the Institute with the consent of the House of representatives of
Croatian Parliament,

making decisions on acquisition, burden or misappropriation of the Institute estates or
other properties, to the amount established by the Statute independently, or if
exceeding this amount, with the consent of the Government of the Republic of
Croatia,

issuing annual work programme and following its realization,

issuing financial plan and annual statement of accounts,

making decision on compensations for the usage of data referred to in Article 17 of
this Law, with the prior consent of the Minister of Transport,

proposing a specia, as a rule five-year programme of work and development of
hydrographic activities,

deciding upon the improvement of work and business efficiency of the Institute,
passing general acts,

deciding upon other issues established by the Law and Statute, as well as on other
issues concerning management of the Institute.

Management Council shall consist of the President and 7 (seven) members.

The President and seven members of the Management Council shall be appointed or acquitted by the
Government of the Republic of Croatia.

The following representatives shall be appointed to the Management Council by the Government of
the Republic of Croatia:

one representative of the Ministry of Maritime Affairs,

one representative of the Ministry of Interior,

one representative of the Ministry of Defence,

one representative of the Ministry of Science and Technology,

one representative of the Ministry of Finance,

one representative of the State Administration body competent for geodesy,

one representative of the State Administration body competent for environmental
protection,
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- onerepresentative of the professional staff of the Institute.

The member of the Management Council, who is a representative of the professional staff of the
Institute, cannot be appointed the President of the Management Council.

The President and the members of Management Council shall be appointed for a period of four years.

The President and the members of Management Council may be acquitted by the body which has
appointed them, before the expiry of the period for which they have been appointed.

Article34
The Director shall be at the head of the Institute.

The Director of the Institute shall be appointed or acquitted by the Government of the Republic of
Croatia.

The Director of the Institute shall be appointed for a period of four years.

To the post of the Director of the Ingtitute may be appointed a person holding university degree in
natural or technical sciences, with at least five years of professional and management experience in
hydrographic activities, and fluent English or French speaking.

Article 35

The resources for establishing the Institute and the start of work shall include:

- the funds of national budget of the Republic of Croatia for 1998, from the position of
the State Hydrographic Institute,

- the premises (land and building) in Split, Zrinsko-Frankopanska 161, used by the State
Hydrographic Ingtitute,

- thevessel HIDRA with the accessory equipment,
- the equipment at the tide-gauge stations,
- other resources and equipment of the State Hydrographic Institute.
Article 36
The resources for carrying out activities of the Institute shall be provided:
- from the funds of national budget, to the amount necessary for change, preparation
and publishing of charts and other publications essential for providing navigational

safety at sea, and establishment of Marine Register, based on annual programme,

- from the funds of national budget on the basis of a specia programme of the
Government of the Republic of Croatia, referred to in Article 39 of thisLaw,

- from other sources in accordance with the law.
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Article37

If in carrying out its activities Hydrographic Institute of the Republic of Croatia makes a profit, the
decision on disposing of this profit, and the way of bearing the losses resulting from running the
business of the Institute, shall be made by the Government of the Republic of Croatia, to the proposal
of the Management Council.

Article 38

The Institute shall carry out its activities on the basis of annual work programme and decisions of the
Management Council, made on the request of the State Administration bodies.

Article 39
The jobs within hydrographic activities of interest to the Republic of Croatia, which are carried out for
the State Administration bodies, shall be determined by a special programme, issued by the

Government of the Republic of Croatia, for aperiod of fiveyearsasarule.

The programme referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall specify the jobs to be carried out by the
Institute, for each year within the appointed period.

Article 40

The funds in the national budget shall be provided for carrying out the jobs established by the
programme referred to in Article 39 of this Law, for each year separately.

Article4l

The founder of the Ingtitute shall be responsible for the obligations of the Institute with solidarity and
unlimitlessly.

V. SUPERVISION
Article 42

Administrative and inspection supervision of the enforcement of this Law shall be performed by the
Ministry of Maritime Affairs.

In performing the inpection supervision, the inspector shall determine by written decision as follows:

- elimination of deficiencies in carrying out hydrographic activities, in due course, if
they can be eliminated,

- temporary ban on carrying out activities to the authorized legal entity, if he finds out
that it does not fulfil the statutory conditions,

- ban on carrying out certain actions, if such actions are not in accordance with the law
or other regulations.
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If he finds out that the law or other regulations have been violated, the inspector has a right and
obligation to:

- submit areport of violation to the competent body without delay,

- suggest to deprive the authorized legal entity of the authority for carrying out the
activities under Article 7, paragraph 1 of this Law, if it does not fulfil the statutory
conditions, or is not able to eliminate the deficiencies,

- take other measures for which he has been authorized by a special regulation.

The complaint to the decision of the inspector shall not postpone its effectuation.

The complaint to the decision of the inspector referred to in paragraph 2 of this Article shall be
resolved by the Ministry of Maritime Affairs.

Article43

If in carrying out the activities of interest to the Republic of Croatia, and within its authorities
established by this Law, the Institute finds out that the authorized legal entities do not perform the
activities in accordance with this Law and other regulations, the Institute undertakes to inform about
that the Ministry of Maritime Affairs.

V. PENALTY PROVISIONS

Article44

The legal entity which carries out the activities without having obtained the authority for carrying out
those activities, referred to in Article 8, paragraph 1 of this Law, shall pay a fine of 20.000,00 kn to
200.000,00 kn.

For the violation referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article, the responsible person in the legal entity
shall pay afine of 5.000,00 kn to 30.000,00 kn.

Article 45
The legal entity or natural person that scans or copies charts and handbooks published by the Institute
on the basis of the authority in this Law, without the written permission of the Institute referred to in

Article 14 of this Law, shall pay afine of 10.000,00 kn to 100.000,00 kn.

For the violations referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article, the responsible person in the legal entity
shall pay afine of 2.000,00 kn to 12.000,00 kn.

Article 46

The legal entity or natural person that obstructs the carrying out of hydrographic activities or has
damaged the equipment referred to in Article 22 of this Law shall pay a fine of 5.000,00 kn to
40.000,00 kn, and shall indemnify for the damage.

For the violations referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article, the responsible person in the legal entity
shall pay afine of 1.000,00 kn to 10.000,00 kn.
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VI. INTERIM AND FINAL PROVISIONS
Article47
The Ingtitute shall start its work on the day of registration in the court register of institutions.

The State Hydrographic Institute, established by the Law on organization of ministries and state
administrative organizations ("Narodne novine", No. 72/94, 92/96 and 131/97) shall continue its work
until the registration of the Institute in the court register of ingtitutions. On this day, the rights and
obligations, as well as the members of the staff employed with the State Hydrographic Institute, shall
be assumed by the Institute.

Article 48

Consistent with this Law, until the appointment of the Director, the Director of the State Hydrographic
Ingtitute, as a temporary Director of the Institute, shall make arrangements for the commencement of
the work of Institute and submit application for the registration in the court register of institutions.
Article 49

The government of the Republic of Croatia shall appoint the President and the members of the
Management Council, as well as the Director of the Institute within 30 days of entry into force of this
Law.

Article 50

The Management Council undertakes to enact the statute and other general acts within 60 and 90 days
of entry into force of this Law, respectively.

Until the enactment of the Statute and other general acts of the Institute, general acts of the State
Hydrographic Institute shall be applied in appropriate way.

For the application of the provisions of this Law, the Management Council is authorized to make the
decision which shall temporarily regulate the matters that have not been settled by general acts of the
State Hydrographic Institute.

Article 51

The government of the Republic of Croatia undertakes to issue the programme referred to in Article 39
of this Law within six months of entry into force of thisLaw.

Article 52

Exceptionally, if the funds for 1999 are not made available to the Institute according to the programme
referred to in Article 39 of this Law, these funds shall be supplied from the national budget.

The proposal for providing funds in the national budget shall be given by the Management Council.
Article 53

The Minister of Maritime Affairs undertakes to enact the regulations referred to in Article 7, paragraph
2, Article 15, paragraph 3, and Article 18 of this Law, within 30 days of entry into force of this Law.

The Minister of Maritime Affairs is authorized to settle the violations and fix the fines for these
violations by the regulations under paragraph 1 of this Article.
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Article54

The government of the Republic of Croatia undertakes to appoint the members of Hydrographic-
Navigational Council within 30 days of entry into force of this Law.

Article 55

From the date of entry into force of this Law, Article 4, paragraph 1, item 10 and Article 34 of the
Law on organization and competence of ministries and state administrative organizations ("Narodne
novine", No. 72/94, 92/96 and 131/97) shall cease to bein force.

Article 56

This Law shall enter into force on the eighth day after the date of its announcement in "Narodne
novine".

NATIONAL HYDROGRAPHIC REGULATIONS

Cyprus has not had a national hydrographic service. Most or al hydrographic activities were
dispersed between various government departments. As a result, there was duplication of work, lack
of coordination and high administrative costs.

To eliminate this problem, after suggestions by the Department of Lands and Surveys which is the
national mapping agency of Cyprus, the Permanent Secretary of the Ministry of Interior of Cyprus,
made a proposal to the Council of Ministers for the establishment of a "National Hydrography
Committee". The council of Ministers accepted the proposal on the 9.05.2007 and now the "National
Hydrographic Committee" is been formed. It will soon have its first kick off meeting under the
auspices of the Permanent Secretary of the Ministry of Interior.

Here below is a summary about the Committee and its responsibilities.

The National Hydrographic Committee is presently composed by the following government
Departments, which will have the relevant duties.

Department of L ands and Surveys (DL S)

e DLSwill have the coordination of the National Hydrographic Committee.

e It will prepare and send to the Committee for approval, the annua program of
hydrographic chart preparation.

e It will execute hydrographic surveys is cooperation with the other members of the
committee.

e It will prepare a national hydrographic database and all members will have access to it.
This database will act as a tool for the preparation of charts, coastal management and the
protection of the environment.

e |t will maintain adatabase of all Maritime Boundaries.

Ports Authority

e The Authority will cooperate with the other members of the Committee and will inform
them of al the changes that occur in the ports.

e It will provide DLS with a copy of a1l surveys done in the ports for inclusion in the
National Hydrographic Data Base.

e |t will issue Noticesto Mariners.

e It will maintain all lights and will issue the relevant list.
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Department of Fisheries

e Itwill provide DLS with aboat for execution of hydrographic surveys.

e It will provide oceanographic information for inclusion in the National Hydrographic
Database (water salinity, currents) and it will designate Marine Areas which. are regarded
of high ecological vaue.

e It will provide all information regarding fishing ports.

Geological Department

» It will provide geological information of the sea bottom as well as the coastal region.

Department of Civil Works (M arine Section)

The Department of Civil Works will provide al1 the data it collects about the shallow water areas of
the coasts of Cyprus.

Other G_overnment Departments which will cooperate with the National Hydrographic Committee on
various issues are:

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs

The Department of Defense (Naval Unit)

The Department of Commercial Shipping

Theterms of reference of the National Hydr ogr aphic Committee ar e the following.

1. Each of the above Departments will nominate a representative in the Committee.
2. The Committee will approve the responsibilities of each Department member.
3. The Committee will approve the annual program of chart production.

4. The Committee will prepare an annual budget. Each member of the committee will
include in its annual budget the relevant part.

5. The Committee will be responsible for the Implementation of the rules and regulations of
the International Hydrographic Organization.

6. The Committee will approve the Hydrographer of Cyprus.

1 SCOPE OF APPLICATION

Provisions on the management, organisation, division/unit specific duties, authority and competence,
and procedures of the Finnish Maritime Administration (hereinafter the Administration) are given in

these rules of procedure.

Provisions on the management of finances and the organisation of internal control are given in the
Standing Financia Instructions, Standing Instructions for Internal Control and Standing Instructions
for Internal Audit. Materials handling is regulated by the Standing Instructions for Materials Handling.

These instructions are issued by the Director-General after consultation with the Board.
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2. MANAGEMENT
21 TheBoard

The Board directs and supervises the activities of the Administration. Provisions on the duties and
activities, composition and decision-making process of the Board are given in the Act on the Finnish
Maritime Administration (939/2003, as amended by Act 429/2006) and the Government Decree on the
Finnish Maritime Administration (504/2006). The Board establishesits own rules of procedure.

2.2 The Director-General

The Director-General is responsible for the management of the Administration in accordance with the
objectives set by the Ministry of Transport and Communications and the Board.

2.3 TheDirectorsof the profit centres

The directors of the profit centres (i.e. the departmental heads and the head of internal production) assist
the Director-General in the management of the Administration. The directors are in charge of the
management of their respective profit centres in accordance with the objectives set by the Director-
General.

2.4 The Administration’s Management Team

Matters of vital importance to the Administration are prepared by its Management Team. The Director-
General decides the permanent composition of the Management Team. Heads of divisiong/units and
experts are invited to the Management Team depending on the nature of the matters to be discussed. The
members of staff select a person to be their representative in the Management Team.

25 Management teams of profit centres

Each director of a profit centre may form a management team for the operational steering of the profit
centre. He/she invites heads of divisions/units and experts to the management team depending on the
nature of the matters to be discussed. The members of staff select a person to be their representative in
the management team.

3. ORGANISATION AND DUTIES

The Administration consists of departments, an internal production, special units, support functions and
units forming part of the Office of the Director-Genera. The departments and the internal production are
the Administration’ s profit centres.

31 Departments

The Administration has five departments. the Hydrographic Department, the Traffic Department, the
Maritime Safety Department, the Winter Navigation Department and the Waterways Department.

3.1.1 TheHydrographic Department
The Hydrographic Department is responsible for
e theadministration and archiving of hydrographic data;
» the functions as an authority and as an orderer in terms of hydrographic surveys and

nautical charts;
e thedrawing up of long- and short-term hydrographic programmes;
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« the navigational warning service, the collation of information, and the transmission
of warnings;

» thescientific and technical basis of hydrographic charting;

e theissuing of licencesto use chart data and chart products;

e the outlining of nationa guidelines and recommendations on hydrographic
charting;

e coordination, development and control of its own activities;

» research and development and national and international cooperation in itsfield.

The Hydrographic Department consists of a hydrographic survey division, a chart division and a
hydrographic information management division.

The Hydrographic Survey Division

The Hydrographic Survey Division is in charge of the procurement of hydrographic surveys and
geodetic surveys serving the needs of chart production, national defence and society in general. The unit
is responsible for the drawing up of general guidelines on hydrographic surveying, approva of survey
methods for the production of chart data, and national and international cooperation as well as
standardisation in the field. Furthermore, the unit is the national expert in matters related to maritime
boundaries and maritime zones and the general criteria of charting.

The Chart Division

The Chart Division is in charge of planning, development and production of official nautical charts,
nautical publications and related services. The unit is responsible for the national and international
cooperation, standardisation and guidelines in the field, the arrangements for the distribution of charts
and publications, the operability of the nautical warning service, the collation and transmission of
warnings. In connection with the Chart Division there is a unit for military charts, established by the
Navy, which is responsible for the planning, development and production of military charts and for the
maintenance of printing preparedness in cooperation with the Chart Division.

The Hydrographic Information Management Division

The Hydrographic Information Management Division collects and maintains hydrographic data, is
responsible for the production of derived materials and the release of updated hydrographic information
for the production of nautical publications and products. In addition, the unit is in charge of the
development of registers and data management.

3.1.2 TheTraffic Department
The Traffic Department is

e thenationa VTS authority;

e incharge of vessd traffic services,

e incharge of ship reporting systems and traffic separation schemes;

« theauthority responsible for pilotage and deep-sea pil otage;

* incharge of safety and coast radio communications,

e incharge of the Administration’ s radionavigation and traffic telematic systems;

» responsible for the coordination, development and control of its own activities,

e responsible for research and development and international cooperation in itsfield.
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The Traffic Department consists of the Gulf of Finland Traffic Division, the West
Finland Traffic Division, a telematics service unit and persons in charge of the VTS,
telematics and pilotage processes.

The Maritime Safety Department
The Maritime Safety Department is responsible for

e ship surveys and inspections;

e theratification of ships manning;

» theissuing of certificates of competency for ship’s crews and VTS operators;

e crew competence meeting international quality standards;

e ship and port facility security measures;

e the inspection, approval and supervision of bulk carriers and bulk ports and the
designation of recognised organisations for quality control;

e thesafety of smal craft and boating and its contral;

e the coordination, development and control of its own activities;

» research and development and international cooperation in itsfield.

The Maritime Safety Department consists of a maritime inspections division, a
technical divison, a seamen’'s divison, a boating division, and regional inspection
divisions.

TheWinter Navigation Department
The Winter Navigation Department is responsible for

« theéefficiency of winter navigation;

e all dutiestypical of an icebreaker authority and orderer of icebreaker services,

e thenationa level coordination, development and control of winter navigation;

e decisions on the duration of the assistance period, assistance restrictions and
dispensations from such restrictions;

= the coordination, development and control of its own activities;

» research, development and international cooperation in itsfield.

The Waterways Department
The Waterways Department is responsible for

e the development and maintenance of fairways and canals;

e al dutiestypical of awaterway authority and service orderer;

e thesupervision of other waterways administrators,

e thedrawing up of awaterways strategy and waterways programmes;

e thecarrying out of waterway projects;

e thedrawing up of waterway project plans and the establishment of fairways,

e the establishment of service and quality classifications for fairways;

e the development of waterways legidation and guidelines;

e the adminigtration of waterways data and waterways registers,

e the coordination, development and control of its own activities;

e research and development and international cooperation in itsfield;

e building maintenance in connection with the Administration’s real estate
adminisgtration and the maintenance of contract records and real estate records with
the exception of eased office buildings and production sites.
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The Waterways Department consists of a waterways division, traffic and logistics
divison and regional waterways divisions, i.e. those of the Gulf of Finland, West
Finland and Inland waterways.

3.2 Internal production

Internal production comprises waterway and survey production. The Internal Production is responsible
for

e fairway maintenance and hydrographic surveys on the basis of commissions or result-
oriented contracts;

« the coordination, development and control of its own activities,

e research and development and international cooperation initsfigd;

e building maintenance in connection with the Interna Production’'s red estate
administration and maintenance of related contract records and real estate records.

The Internal Production consists of a survey production division, a waterways planning division and a
waterway production division.

The Survey Production Division

The Survey Production Division carries out hydrographic and geodetic surveys primarily for chart
production and fairway maintenance, secondly for society’s other needs. The unit is responsible for the
processing of hydrographic data into basic chart data, the use and maintenance of hydrographic
equipment and the development of hydrographic survey methods and equipment.

33 Special units

34 Support functions

The support functions assist and support all other units of the Administration. Support functions are the
General Administration, the Finance Unit and IT & Information Management.

35 The Office of the Director-General

Units belonging to the Office of the Director-Genera are the Interna Audit and the Information Unit.

4. AUTHORITY AND COMPETENCE

4.1 The Board

Provisions on the duties of the Board are set forth in section 3 of the Act on the Finnish Maritime
Administration. Provisions on the authority and competence of the Board are set forth in sections 3 and

6 of the Government Decree on the Finnish Maritime Administration.

The Board decides on procurements and contracts the total value of which exceeds 2,000,000 euro and
on procurements which are, in principle or otherwise, of major importance.

4.2 The Director-General

Provisions on the authority of the Director-General are set forth in sections 4 and 6 of the Government
Decree on the Finnish Maritime Administration. The Director-General makes decisions on matters that
are not to be decided by the Board or that are not, in these rules of procedure or elsawhere, specifically
assigned to some other official. The Director-General may, on specia grounds, assume the authority in
amatter that otherwise would be decided by a subordinate.
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The Director-Genera decides on procurements and contracts the total value of which does not exceed
2,000,000 euro.

4.3 The Directors of the profit centres

Each director of a profit centre uses the authority described below taking into account relevant
provisions, and the Administration’s guidelines, objectives and instructions. Whenever a matter is of
fundamental importance or affects the entire Administration, the Director-General must be consulted
before a decision is made. Any director of a profit centre may, on special grounds, assume the authority
in amatter that otherwise would be decided by a subordinate.

In addition to what is provided in the Government Decree on the Finnish Maritime Administration or
elsawhere in these rules of procedure, each director has, having agreed with the Director-General on
the targets and budget of higher profit centre, the authority to make decisions, in line with the
Adminigtration’s guidelines, on

D the activities and organisation of higher profit centre;

2 the redisation of the targets of the profit centre;

3 material and service procurements, investments and contracts the total value of which
does not exceed 500,000 euro;

4 liahilities and contracts the total value of which does not exceed 500,000 euro and the
period of vaidity and financia impact of which does not exceed five years,

5 damages and claims for damages caused by the profit centre activities whenever the
total value of the damages does not exceed 10,000 euro;

(6) materials handling and current value depreciation of movable property in terms of
property the replacement value of which does not exceed 100,000 euro and the
unrequited depreciation of movable property or depreciation by a sum lower than
current-value in terms of property the replacement value of which does not exceed
10,000 euro;

@) sale of products and/or services within the profit centre’' s field of activities;

(8) statements and expert’ s opinions;

9 the communication of information;

(20)  licence and application matters within his’her competence;

(11) employment contracts and appointments to office, whenever a recruitment permission
has been given, and the salary of his’her subordinates with the exception of the heads
of division/unit;

(120  secondary job permits for staff members and cautions to members of staff;

(13) travel ordersto employees, however, not to non-European destinations;

(24)  other personnel matters unless el sawhere provided otherwise.

Directors are entitled to delegate their authority specified in 3-14 to subordinates. Matters specified in
4,5, 10, 11 and 12 are decided after presentation by the person who has prepared the matter. However,
the power to decide on procurement may be delegated only if the value of the procurement does not
exceed 100,000 euro.

431 TheDirector of Hydrography

In addition to what is provided in 4.3 on the authority and competence of directors, the authority of the
Director of Hydrography involves

D the right to approve long-term hydrographic survey programmes and to confirm annual
survey programmes,

2 the right to approve long-term chart production programmes and to confirm annua
publication programmes.
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The director may delegate the authority specified in 1 and 2 above. The matters mentioned under 1 and
2 are decided after presentation by the person who has prepared them.

434 TheDirector of Internal Production

In addition to what is provided in 4.3 on the authority and competence of directors, the Director of
Internal Production confirms the annual and long-term production plans of the Internal Production.

The Director may delegate the above mentioned authority. The matters involved are decided after
presentation by the person who has prepared them.

4.4 Other authority

The Director-General issues standing rules on the authority of other heads of units who are reporting to
him directly and on their powers to delegate their authority. The decision to delegate authority shall
include aremark on whether the matter subject to delegation shall be decided after presentation.

Directors of profit centres and other directors/heads of units directly reporting to the Director- General
shall issue standing rules on the authority of persons reporting to them and the power of these persons
to delegate authority to others. The decision to delegate authority shall include aremark on whether the
matter subject to delegation shall be decided after presentation.

ARTICLE 1: Objet dela convention

Le service hydrographique et océanographique de la marine (SHOM), agissant pour le compte de
I'Etat, et la Polynésie francaise décident de poursuivre en partenariat les travaux hydrographiques en
Polynésie francaise nécessaires au développement économique et a la sécurité de la navigation, en
mettant en commun leurs compétences respectives.

La loi organique visée ci-dessus définit le domaine et les zones de responsabilité de la Polynésie
francaise en matiére de sécurité de la navigation.

L'Etat est responsable de I'hydrographie et de la publication des cartes et documents nautiques pour
I'ensemble de I'étendue maritime de la Polynésie francaise, a I'exception de ces zones, dont
I'nydrographie est placée sous la responsabilité du gouvernement de la Polynésie francaise.

La présente convention définit les dispositions adoptées en matiére de :

« création de lacellule hydrographie de Polynésie francai se et transfert de compétence;
e échange des données entre le SHOM et la Polynésie frangai se;

e publication de la documentation nautique;

e responsabilités et concours mutuels;

e programmation de |'activité (commission hydrographique).

Elle ne concerne pas, en |'état actuel de lalégislation, leslagons de Mururoa et de Fangataufa.

ARTICLE 2: Délimitation des zones de r esponsabilité

Lalimite entre les eaux intérieures et la mer territoriale est matérialisée par les lignes de base établies
conformément aux dispositions internationales. Les lignes de base sont publiées par décret sous forme
de coordonnées géographiques des points sur lesquels elles sappuient et sont représentées sur les
cartes marines.

Lalimite des eaux territoriales est ensuite fixée a une distance de 12 milles a partir des lignes de base.
L es décrets fixant les lignes de base des Tles et atolls de Polynésie francaise n‘'ont pas été publiés a la
date de signature de |a présente convention.
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Il est convenu que la limite séparant les zones de responsabilité de I'Etat et de la Polynésie francaise
sappuie sur les limites telles que I'on peut les définir a partir des cartes marines a plus grande échelle
en derniere modification en vigueur, dans |'attente de la publication des décrets relatifs aux lignes de
base desles et atolls de Polynésie francaise.

ARTICLE 3: Celule hydrographie de Polynésie francaise

Une entité hydrographique, dénommeée dans la suite «cellule hydrographie», est créée en Polynésie
francaise. Elle résulte de |'association de moyens de I'Etat et de la Polynésie francaise. Elle rédise, a
leur profit, des levés hydrographiques dans les zones de responsabilité de I'Etat et de la Polynésie
francaise, et en assure le traitement, la qualification et la mise en forme pour une exploitation liée ala
sécurité de la navigation et au développement économique.

La cellule hydrographie résulte de I'association des moyens de I'Etat et de la Polynésie francaise dans
ce domaine. Elle est créée au sein de la subdivision Hydrographie - Phares et Baises de la direction de
I'Equipement et comprend un minimum de 4 hydrographes certifiés FIG-OHI catégorie B (Fédération
Internationale des Géomeétres '-- Organisation Hydrographique Internationale) et le personnel capable
d'assurer le fonctionnement courant de la structure (pilotage et entretien des embarcations, secrétariat,
comptabilité, entretien du matériel, ... ).

Le SROM apporte son concours ala création de cette cellule en participant alaformation de personnel
et au transfert de compétence, a I'apport initial de personnel et de matériel, a I'élaboration des
spécifications techniques du matériel a acquérir et, dans la mesure de ses moyens, en apportant son
assistance pour lamise en cauvre de ce matériel.

La cellule hydrographie est placée sous |'autorité fonctionnelle du directeur de I'Equipement.

Au sein de la cellule, le personnel militaire, qui constitue la Base Hydrographique de Polynésie
francaise (BHPF), est placé sous l'autorité hiérarchique du directeur de la Mission Océanographique
du Pacifigue (MOP), basé en Nouvelle-Calédonie, et qui ale statut de chef de corps pour ce personnel.
La BHPF fusionne ses moyens avec ceux de la Polynésie francaise au sein de la cellule hydrographie,
et conserve ses locaux techniques en Base Navale.

La direction du SROM et le Commandant de la Marine en Polynésie frangaise se partagent les
fonctions d'autorité organique de la BHPF selon un protocole d'accord.

Le directeur de la MOP, titulaire du certificat-FIG-OHI catégorie A, est chargé de la validation des
travaux hydrographiques, et fait respecter les normes en vigueur en matiére d'hydrographie. 1l est le
garant de la qualité des levés, et engage sa responsabilité lorsgu'il les valide.

Le chef de la cellule hydrographie est un hydrographe certifié FIG-OHI catégorie B nommé par le
directeur de I'Equipement sur proposition du directeur de laMOP.

ARTICLE 4 : Nature des contributions four nies par les deux signatair es de la convention

Afin de mettre en route la cellule hydrographie, chacun des deux partenaires fournit des apports
initiaux en personnel et en matériel, qui sont indiqués en annexe.

Par la suite, la Polynésie francaise sengage a fournir a la cellule hydrographie les contributions
suivantes :

e Fonctionnement courant de la cellule hydrographie (entretien, téléphone, eau, électricité,
acces par le réseau aux données hydrographiques utiles, ... ) ;

e Secrétariat et comptabilité de cette cellule;
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e Miseadisposition aplein temps d'au moins deux teclmiciens hydrographes;

e Moyens nautiques (et leur entretien et frais de fonctionnement) assurant le remplacement
des moyens initiaux mis en place par la marine, lorsgue ces derniers seront arrivés a
échéance;

Le personnel militaire embarqué appligue les normes de la Marine Nationale en matiére de sécurité et
dHygiene et Sécurité des Conditions de Travail (HSCT), et celles de la Polynésie francaise
lorsgu'elles sont plus contraignantes.

Le chef delacellule hydrographie en assure |e secrétariat.

ARTICLE 9 - Fraisde déplacement

La Polynésie francaise prend a sa charge les frais de déplacement des personnels mis pour emploi par
I'Etat, lors des déplacements occasionnés par les levés hydrographiques dintérét général, selon les
mémes conditions que celles accordées aux fonctionnaires territoriaux de catégorie B.

La Marine prend a sa charge tous les autres déplacements de ses personnels (déplacements liés aux
levés d'hydro-océanographie militaire, mutations, formations, liaisons techniques en-dehors de la
Polynésie).

CHAPTER | - GENERAL PROVISIONS

Articlel - Purpose
The purpose of this Law is to contribute to the safety of communication at sea and in the air by
arranging results of hydrographic survey and other scientific basic data concerning the ocean and to
contribute to the exchange of inter-national hydrographic information.
Article 2 - Hydrographic Survey
1. “Hydrographic Survey" in this Law shall mean the survey of the water area, the land area
pertaining thereto and the observation of terrestrial magnetism to have the results utilized
for navigation of vessels.

2. The provision of the preceding paragraph shall not be constrained as to exclude the
application of the Survey Law (Law No. 188 of 1949).

Article 3 - Oceanographic Observation

"Oceanographic Observation" in this Law shall mean the observation of tide, current, wave, ice drift
and any other phenomena related to the above.

Article 4 - Hydrographic Publication

"Hydrographic Publication" in this Law shall mean the chart, sailing direction, tide table, light list,
nautical amanac and other hydrographic charts and publications.

Article 4.2 - Aeronautical Charts and Publications

"Aeronautical charts and publications’ in this Law shall mean the aeronautical charts, air amanac, and
other aeronautical charts and publications.

Article5 - Hydrographic Survey Mark

1. "Hydrographic Survey Mark" in this Law shall mean the mark established for the
hydrographic surveyor oceanographic observation operated by the Maritime Safety
Agency or by persons permitted by the Maritime Safety Agency in accordance with the
provision or Article 6.
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2. Thekind and shape of the hydrographic survey mark shall be determined by the Ministry
of Transport Ordinance.

CHAPTER Il - OPERATION OF HYDROGRAPHIC SURVEY AND OCEANOGRAPHIC
OBSERVATION

Article 6 - Surveys Oper ated by Persons Other than the Maritime Safety Agency

Any person other than the Maritime Safety Agency who intends to conduct Hydrographic survey with
the whole or part of the expenses by national budget or any other public budget shall obtain the
permission of the Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency in advance. However, this shall not
apply to such surveys conducted for scientific purposes or surveys conducted locally as provided by
the Ministry of Transport Ordinance.

Article 7 - Adviceto Operation of Hydrographic Survey

The Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency may, when deemed necessary, give advice in regard
to the enforcement plan for a hydrographic survey to the person who has obtained the permission in
accordance with the provision of the preceding Article.

Article 8 - Public Notice of Operation

The Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency shal, in case he intends to conduct any
hydrographic survey, give a public notice on the area, period and other necessary matters concerned in
advance; the same shall apply to the case where a permision has been given under the provision of
Article 6.

Article 9 - Standard of Hydrographic Survey

Any hydrographic survey as conducted by the Maritime Safety Agency or by the person obtained the
permission under Article 6 shall conform to the survey standards as enumerated in the following items.
However, hydrographic surveys conducted mainly to exchange hydrographic data with other
countries, and those specified by the Ministry of Transport Ordinance as being unfit to be conducted in
accordance with the survey standards enumerated in the following items may be conducted in
accordance with the standards prescribed by the Ministry of Transport Ordinance.

(1) The figure and magnitude of the earth shall be based on the following values estimated by
Bessd ;
Magjor axis = 6,337,397.155 m
Flattening = 1:299.152813

(2) The position shall be shown by geographical latitude and longitude ;

(3) The original point of survey shall be based on the latitude and longitude of Japan Geodetic
Reference System ;

(4) The height shall be shown by the height from the mean sealevel ;
(5) The depth shall be shown by the depth from the datum level ;
(6) Thedry rock and dry bank shall be shown by the height from the datum level ;

(7) The coast line shall be shown by the boundary between land and sea surface when the sea
has nearly attained its highest high-water level ;

(8) The mean sea level and datum level for soundings shall be provided by the Ministry of
Transport Ordinance.

Article 10 - Request for Data or Reports

The Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency may, especialy when deemed necessary, regquest
local public entities and other administrators of harbour facilities to submit the data or reports on the
conditions of the harbour facilities under their control.

Article 11

The Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency may, especially when deemed necessary, regquest
ships to submit necessary reports for the compilation of hydrographic charts and publications.

Article 12 - Entry into Land or Water Area)

1. Any official of the Maritime Safety Agency may, in case of necessity for conducting
hydrographic surveyor oceanographic observation, enter any land or water area owned,
occupied or exclusively used by the State, local public entities or private persons.

2. In case any officia enters a residential land, a water area or land enclosed by fences or
stockades. etc. in accordance with the provision of the preceding paragraph, he shal
notify to that effect in advance to the owner, occupants or a person using it exclusively.
However, this shall not apply to the case where it is difficult to do so in advance.

3. In case where any officia of the Maritime Safety Agency enters land or water area in
accordance with the provision of paragraph 1, he shall carry with him an identification
card and shall show it when requested by the person concemed.

Article 13 - Removal of Obstacles

The official of the Maritime Safety Agency may, in case of special necessity, cut down or remove
plants, fences or stockades, etc. obstructing the operation, with obtaining, in advance, the permission
of the owner or occupant.

Article 14

In case where the official of the Maritime Safety Agency conducts hydrographic survey at an isolated
island or places similar to it, he may cut down or remove plants, fences or stockades, etc. without
obtaining permission regardless of the provision of the preceding Article, when it is difficult to get the
permission of the owner or occupant in advance and when it is expected that any marked damage is
not inflicted upon the said object; in this case, he shall notify without delay, the owner or occupant to
that effect.

Article 15 - Compensation for Loss

1. In case where any damage is caused by the entry cutting down or removal in accordance
with the provisions of the three preceding Articles, the State shall compensate for the
losses incurred with the amount of money corresponding to the losses to the owner,
occupant or the person using them exclusively.

2. The amount of the compensation under the preceding paragraph shall be decided by the
Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency.
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3. Any person who is dissatisfied with the decision under the preceding paragraph may make
an appeal to demand the increase of the amount of the compensation within three months
from the day when he was aware of the decision.

4. For making the appea under the preceding paragraph, the State shall be the defendant.
Article 16 - Hydrographic Survey Marks and Preservation of Surveying Vessels

No person shall, without any justifiable reason, damage or remove the hydrographic survey marks or
do any act liable to impair the effective value of those marks.

Article 17

Vessels or the Maritime Safety Agency or of those persons who have got permission in accordance
with the provision of Article 6 shall. in case where they are conducting hydrographic surveyor
oceanographic observation, put up such marks as provided by the Ministry of Transport Ordinance.

Article 18

The master of avessel shall not sail his vessel too near to a vessal putting up the mark of vessel under
the preceding paragraph, without any justifiable reason.

Article 19 - Reportson the Hydrographic Matters

1. Any person who is going to start any harbor repair work or any other works causing a
marked change in the coast line, shall notify the Commandant of the Maritime Safety
Agency to that effect.

2. Thegovernor of prefecture shall, in case where he has licensed the fIXed-net fishery or the
common fishery which was designated by the Minister for Transport, under the provision
of Article 10 or Article 22 of the Fisheries Law (Law No. 267 of 1949), or he has
permitted the common fishery designated by the Minister for Transport in accordance
with the regulations of prefecture based on the provision of Article 65 Paragraph 1 of the
said Law, report the following items to the Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency.
In cases where he has annulled or atered the fishery right in accordance with the
provisions of Article 37 to Article 40 inclusive of the said Law, or changed the reported
item, the same cshall also apply to those matters:

(1) The fixed position and the term of fiXture of the fixed gears in the case of the fixed-
net fishery;

(2) The area of the fishery grounds. the position of the submerged gears and the term of
submerging gears as designated by the Minister for Transport, in the case of the
common fishery or the fishery permitted.

Article 20

The master of avessel shal, in case he has found any sunken object or object menacing the safety of
navigation, or found any phenomenon remarkably different from the descriptions in charts and
publications published by the Maritime Safety Agency, notify without delay the Commandant of the
said Agency to that effect.
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CHAPTER Il - RESULTS OF HYDROGRAPHIC SURVEYOR OCEANOGRAPHIC
OBSERVATION

Article 21 - Publication of Results

The Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency shall publish the results obtained by the
hydrographic surveyor oceanographic observation conducted by the Maritime Safety Agency.
(Presentation of Results) Article 22.

The person who has obtained any results by conducting the hydrographic survey with the permission
in accordance with the provision of Article 6 shall submit, without delay, a copy of the survey record
to the Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency.

Article 23

In case where any person other than the Maritime Safety Agency has found, from the results of the
oceanographic observation he has conducted, any phenomenon remarkably different from the
description in charts and publications published by the Maritime Safety Agency, he shall notify the
Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency without delay to that effect.

Article 24 - Protection of Hydrographic Publication, and Aeronautical Charts and Publications

Any person other than the Maritime Safety Agency who intends to reproduce or issue any
hydrographic charts and publications or aeronautical charts, prepared by the Maritime Safety Agency
for use in navigation or aviation, or to utilize such hydrographic charts and publications or
aeronautical charts to make other publications for navigation or aviation shall obtain an approval of
the Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency.

Article 25
1. Any person who intends to issue any publication similar to the charts, aeronautical charts,
sailing directions, light list published by the Maritime Safety Agency shall obtain the
permission of the Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency.

2. The Commandant of the Maritime Safety Agency shall give approval to the publication
under the preceding paragraph aslong as it does not impede the security of safety at sea.

Chapter 1V - Trust of Survey Works

Article 26

The Maritime Safety Agency may conduct the hydrographic survey, oceanographic observation,
mapping or compilation or printing of the results thereof at the request of the general public aslong as
these works do not interrupt the smooth execution of its proper functions.

Chapter V - DELETED

Article 27 - Deleted.

Chapter VI —PENAL PROVISIONS

Article 28

The person who has violated the provision of Article 16 shall be punished with an imprisonment not
exceeding two years or with afine not more than 50,000 yen.
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Article 29

Any person who comes under any of the following items shall be punished with a fine not more than
30,000 yen:

(1) Any person who has refused or interfered the entry under the provision of Article 12;
(2) Any person who has violated the provision of Article 18;

(3) Any person who has conducted an operation without getting approval or permission which
ought to be approved or permitted in accordance with the provision of Article 24 or
Article 25.
Article 30

In case where any representative of a juridical person, proxy, employee, or the other worker of a
juridical person or of a natural person commits the violation under the provision of the preceding
Article item (3) for the business of the juridical person or the natural person, not only the offender be
punished, but the juridical person or the natural person concerned shall be liable to a fine under the
same Article, unless it is proved that due care and supervision has been exercised in connection with
the business of said juridical or natural person in order to prevent such violation by the proxy,
employee, or other worker thereof.

Section 56 - Hydrographic Surveys and Resear ch

(1) The following hydrographic research and geodesic work shall be performed in Latvian
waters in conformity with the recommendations of the International Hydrographic
Organisation:

depth measuring in conformity with the international hydrographic survey
requirements in waters, which are actively utilised for navigation;

depth measuring and general hydrographic research in Latvian waters for cartographic
and other economic needs;

depth measuring for planning, performing and control of dredging works;
searching for sunken abjects;

data collection and systemisation regarding variations in currents and water level, soil
sediments and earth magnetism;

geodesic research of coastal, hydro-technical and hydrographic constructions;

hydrographic work related to the utilisation of the sea for the needs of State
authorities; and

development and maintenance of a database of hydrographic surveys and
investigations.

(2) The Maritime Administration of Latvia shall perform the hydrographic research and
geodesic work specified in Paragraph one of this Section. The Minister for Transport may
specify the procedures for fulfilment of requirements and recommendations of the
International Hydrography Organisation.

(3) The surveys made by the Maritime Administration of Latvia shall be considered as official
hydrographic surveysin the Republic of Latvia

Section 57 - Navigational Publications and Electronic Charts

(1) The Maritime Administration of Latvia shall organise the preparation, printing and
distribution of the following navigational publications to seafarers and hydrography
services of other states.

a catalogue of the marine navigation charts of the Republic of Latvig;

marine navigational paper charts in conformity with the catalogue of the marine
navigation charts of the Republic of Latvia including the maintenance of corrections
thereof;

a pilots of Latvian waters, the publication “Ugunis un zimes Latvijas Republikas
tdenos’ [Lights and Signsin the Waters of the Republic of Latvia]; and
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4) anavigationa publication “Pazinojumi jarniekiem” [Notices to Mariners).

(2) Navigational publications issued by the Maritime Administration of Latvia in conformity
with the requirements specified in Paragraph one of this Section are official navigational
publications of the Republic of Latvia.

(3) Electronic charts of Latvian waters prepared by the Maritime Administration of Latvia
shall be considered as equivalent to paper charts if they are utilised in relevant certified
electronic chart display and information systems (hereinafter — ECDIS systems). The
Maritime Administration of Latvia shall prepare and maintain the electronic charts of
Latvian waters and corrections thereof.

(4) If electronic charts produced by hydrographic services of other states comply with the
standard S-57 in effect and are utilised in the relevant certified ECDIS system, these
charts shall be recognised as the equivalent to paper charts.

(5) Electronic maritime navigation charts, which are equivalent to paper charts, may be used
for navigation without the corresponding maritime navigation paper chart collections in
such navigation districts, where there is such electronic chart coverage.

Section 58 - Notifications Regarding Non-conformity of Aids to Navigation and Obstacles to
Navigational

(1) Any ship, which has determined the non-conformity of aids to navigation and navigational
obstacles indicated in the charts, the pilot or the navigational publication “Ugunis un
Zzimes Latvijas Republikas udenos’ [Lights and Signs in the Waters of the Republic of
Latvia] shall notify thereof the Coast Guard or the nearest harbour master who shall
provide this information to the Maritime Administration of Latvia

(2) Natural or legal persons who administer and supervise the aids to navigation shall notify
the Maritime Administration of Latvia without delay regarding any changes in the
operation of the aids to navigation. The referred to persons shall be liable in accordance
with regulatory enactments for failure to provide such notification in atimely manner.

(3) The Maritime Administration of Latvia shall carry out the duties of the nationa co-
ordinator on the basis of the special publication S-53 “Global Navigational Warning
System” of the International Hydrographic Organisation, International Maritime
Organisation and the World Meteorol ogical Organisation (IHO/IMO/WMO).

Section 59 - Marking of Waterways on Site and Indicating in a Chart

(1) Waterways shall be marked on site and indicated in a chart in conformity with the results
of hydrographic, hydrologic and other waterway research.

(2) Aidsto navigation shall be used for waterway marking in conformity with the system for
region “A” specified by the International Association of Marine Aids to Navigation and
Lighthouse Authorities (IALA). Within the meaning of this Law the aids to navigation are
lighthouses, buoys, spar buoys, leading line marks, means of radio navigation, equipment
of the Vessel Traffic Service (VTS) or other equipment to be utilised for navigation,
which has been installed in order to ensure safe navigation.

(3) The Minister for Transport shall specify the procedures by which the marking of
waterways on site and indication in a chart shall be performed, as well as ensuring the
operation of the aids to navigation.



127

Section 60 - Maintenance of System of Aidsto Navigation

(1) The Maritime Administration of Latvia shall organise the establishment and general
supervision of a system of aids to navigation in Latvian waters. The system of aids to
navigation shall consist of the aids to navigation referred to in Section 59, Paragraph two
of this Law.

(2) It is prohibited to install, suspend the operation or change any aids to navigation if the
written consent of the Maritime Administration of Latvia has not been previously
received.

(3) The Minister for Transport is entitled to determine the technical requirements for the aids
to navigation taking into account the requirements of international regulatory enactments
and the placement of the aids to navigation on the seacoast of Latvia.

(4) The Maritime Administration of Latviais entitled to have access to the aids to navigation
at any time in order to perform control thereof.

Section 61 - Light Sources Interfering with Navigation

The Maritime Administration of Latvia is entitled to request in writing natural or legal persons to
eliminate light sources not related to navigation, which interfere with the utilisation of aids to
navigation or may be wrongly perceived as an aid to navigation. The natura or legal person shall
eliminate the referred to light sources at his or her own expense.

Section 62 - Movement of Obstaclesto Navigation

(1) The Maritime Administration of Latvia has the right to issue an order to move any object,
which has become or may become an obstacle to navigational or interference.

(2) If an object referred to in Paragraph one of this Section is located in a port area, the duties
of the Maritime Administration of Latviareferred to in this Section shall be carried out by
the relevant port authority.

REGULATIONS FOR NORWEGIAN HYDROGRAPHIC SERVICE
Given by a Royal decree of November 2nd 1962

§1

The Norwegian Hydrographic Service is organised as a directorate under the Ministry of Transport.
(This has been changed several times, and we are now organised under the Ministry of Environment.)

§2.
The Norwegian Hydrographic Service shall:

1. Conduct hydrographic surveys along the Norwegian coast and adjacent waters, except
coastal waters of Svalbard. (In 1984 the responsibility for the Svalbard waters was
transferred from the Norwegian Polar Institute to the Norwegian Hydrographic Service).

2. Produce and publish nautical charts for the mentioned waters.

3. Keep these charts up to date.

4. Issue“Noticeto Mariners’.

5. Issue Sailing directions, and keep these up to date.

6. Observe Tides and Currents observations in areas were surveys are conducted; process
these data and issue Tide tables for the Norwegian Coast, together with other possible
publications regarding Tides and currents.

7. Conduct Magnetic survey of the coastal areas and other observations deemed necessary to
issue correct magnetic information in the nautical maps, and to issue charts and
publications in relations to this.( This task has later been transferred to Division of
Geodesy at Norwegian Mapping Authority).

Nautical charts and publications are printed and distributed through private companies.

§3.

The Norwegian Hydrographic Service is managed by a Director.

It is organised in two groups: The Cartographic Group and The Survey Group.

The two groups are each managed by a Hydrographic surveyor (Group Manager). If the Department
later deems it necessary it can accord 8 7 give further regulations on the work flow within to two
groups.

§4.

The task of the Cartographic Group comprises of:

Compilation of nautical charts, updating service of charts, reproduction, the technical section,

compilation of the sailing direction “Den norske Los” and Notice to Mariners and sales of charts and
publications. The technical section is managed by an inspector.
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§5.

The Survey group is responsible for al survey activities including survey instruments, vessels, crew,
material and support.

The group is also responsible for current- and tidal observations, magnetic surveys and compilation of
publications maps regarding this field of responsibility.

§6.
The Department appoints on proposal from the Director, the Directors Deputy for one year at the time.
§7.

The Department is authorized to give additional and supplementary regulations and to perform minor
changes.

SHIPPING DUES

The activities performed by the Swedish Maritime Administration (SMA) are mainly financed by
different dues. The most important ones are fairway dues, light dues and pilotages dues, which cover
about 80 % of the total costs. These dues are levied on merchant shipping and they are supposed to
cover costs for fairway maintenance, aids to navigation, pilotage, ice-breaking and hydrographic
activities (partly financed by grants from the state budget, the selling of charts and services to other
categories)

Light and fairway dues are charged by the Board of Customs on behalf of the SMA. These two dues
are levied on all vesselsin foreign traffic calling at a Swedish port in order to load or unload goods or
to embark or disembark passengers. The pilotage due is charged by the SMA. Below follows a short
description of the Swedish system for shipping dues.

FAIRWAY DUE

The fairway due is based on the amount of loaded or unloaded goods in tonnes. The shipowner is
liable for payment.

The leve of the due varies depending on the type of goods and on the length of the fairway to the port.
The due for goods of low value, e.g. sand, gravel, cement, iron ore, stone is about 0,11 USD per ton
and for crude oil and oil products, from 1,11 USD to 1,40 USD depending on the fairway length. The
due for other type of goods varies from 0,49 USD to 0,77 USD.

There are some exemptions from the liability to pay fairway dues, these arei.a

export of crude oil and oil products

export of coal

goods carried on vessels engaged in transocean liner traffic
containers and similar equipment for cargo handling

fish imported from small fishing boats.

LIGHT DUES
The light due is based on the vessels' gross tonnage. The shipowner isliable for payment.

The level of the due is about 0,49 USD per unit of the vessels gross tonnage and is charged maximum
12 times per calendar year (for passenger vessels, 18 times).

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PILOTAGE DUES

The pilotage due is based on the vessels' gross tonnage and on the distance of the pilotage (tariff of
fees enclosed).

There are additional fees when using more than one pilot and for services rendered during the night
and on holidays. The additional fee during night etc. is 50 % of the fee in distance class one and the
surcharge for two pilots or more is 50 % of the total pilotage due.

Information on new Swedish environment differentiated fairway dues being implemented on 1
January 1998

The following is a general information on the new environment differentiated fairway dues applicable
in Sweden as of 1 January 1998. The new dues mean that the present lighthouse dues and fairway dues
on goods will be replaced by environment differentiated fairway dues.

Later on there will be further information regarding, among other things, permits and certificates of
approval needed to qualify for the reduced dues, and information on the reporting and billing proce-
dures.

BACKGROUND

The Swedish Maritime Administration, the Swedish Shipowners' Association, and the Swedish Ports
and Stevedores' Association made a principle agreement in April 1996 to employ vigorous measuresin
order to decrease ship generated air pollution, particularly in the form of emissions of nitrogen oxides
and sulphur. The parties to the agreement set as a goal that these emissions should be decreased by
75% by the beginning of the next century.

In order to reach this goal, the parties agreed to apply economic incentives in the form of environment
differentiated fairway and port dues. Reduced dues would primarily stimulate the ferry traffic and
other frequent maritime traffic to and from Sweden, regardless of the ships flag states, to take
measures which would benefit the environment, such as using catalytic converters or making other
technical improvements, which would decrease the nitrogen oxide emissions and promote the use of
low-sulphur bunker fuel.

In this context, the Swedish Maritime Administration submitted a proposal to the government on 28
May 1996, presenting the principles of environmental differentiation of the dues. The item was in-
cluded in the Government Bill (1996/1997: 1), and the Parliament approved the principles of the
proposal and decided that, starting on 1 January 1998, fairway dues will be environmentally
differentiated.

The Government requested the Swedish Maritime Administration to prepare and present a detailed
proposal on the environmental differentiation no later that 1 April 1997, and such a proposal was
tendered on that date and approved by the Government.

THE NEW FAIRWAY DUES

The environment differentiated fairway dues, which will enter into force on 1 January 1998, comprises
a two-part fee, which supersedes the current lighthouse dues and fairway dues on goods. One portion,
which corresponds to the present lighthouse dues will be based on the size of the ship, computed on
the gross tonnage. The other portion will be based on the volume of cargo being transported by the
ship and will correspond to the fairway dues on goods which are being collected to-day. The portion
being based on the gross tonnage will be environmentally differentiated according to the ship's emis-
sions of nitrogen oxides and sulphur.
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The level of the new fairway dues will be such that it will result in the same total cost of shipping to
and from Swedish ports as today. There will be no generell increase in incomes received from the
fairway dues. There will, of course, be a distinction between individual ships, so that ships which have
taken environmentally protective measures will be charged reduced dues, while ships with higher
emission levels will pay higher dues. Thisisthe whole point of the differentiation.

Ships of less than 400 gross tonnage, in local or regional passenger or cargo traffic, being operated by
public authorities or utilised within a county, will be exempt from any fairway dues.

The cargo based portion of fairway dues

The cargo based dues will be SEK 3.60 per ton of cargo, and will be charged on cargo being loaded in
or discharged from ships in international traffic and, domestically, on cargo being loaded in and
transported between Swedish ports.

The fairway dues based on cargo consisting of so called durable goods will remain SEK 0.80 per ton,
but will be charged on both imported and exported goods. The types of goods being categorised as
durable goods have, however, been substantially curtailed by using low value, large quantities on an
annual basis and transportation in bulk as criteria.

The current exemption from fairway dues for the export of coal and mineral oil products will be
repealed, and the full fairway dues, based on the cargo, will be billed.

Ships approved by the Swedish Maritime Administration for use in authorised scheduled traffic,
according to paragraph 7 of the present regulations concerning lighthouse dues, which are today
entirely exempt from fairway dues on goods, will pay the full fairway dues based on their cargo.

The ship based portion of fairway dues

That portion of the fairway dues which is based on the size of the ship measured as the gross tonnage
will, as before, only be charged a maximum of 12 times per year for a cargo ship and 18 times per year
for a passenger ferry or arailway ferry. The charge to ships carrying cargoes of mineral oil productsin
bulk, belonging to the numbers 2709 or 2710 of the European Union's customs tariff schedule, will
generaly be SEK 0.30 higher than the charge to ships of corresponding size carrying other kinds of
goods.

The domestic traffic and the scheduled traffic which today, under certain conditions, is exempt from
dues, will start paying dues beginning on 1 January 1998. This means that a ship will pay the dues no
more than a total of 12 and 18 times per year respectively for domestic and international voyages
taken together.

Exemption from the ship based fairway dues for so called cruise ships will be applicable starting 1
January 1998, according to the regulations which are in force today regarding exemption from light-
house dues.

Environmental differentiation

The environment differentiation means that the ship based portion of the fairway duesis differentiated
according to the ship-generated emissions of nitrogen oxides and sulphur. If the level of emitted ni-
trogen oxides is 12 g/kWh or more the dues for tankers carrying a cargo of mineral oil products in
bulk will be SEK 4.40 per unit gross tonnage, and for other ships SEK 4.10. If the level of emissionsis
lower, the dues will be rebated, so that a ship which has attained an emission level of a maximal 2
g/kWh will be billed SEK 2.80 or SEK 2.50 respectively. Dues for other degrees of cleansing will be
rebated according to alinear scale.
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In order to encourage the installation of catalytic converters, which give the highest degree of
purification, the Swedish Maritime Administration will reimburse the fairway dues being paid for a
five year period. The cost of installations, which qualify for the reimbursement, can be as high as 40%
of the investment cost if catalytic converters are installed before the year 2000, and up to 30% for
installations thereafter.

In addition to differentiating the fairway dues according to emission levels of nitrogen oxides, the ship
will be charged a specia sur-charge of SEK 0.90 per unit of the ship's gross tonnage, if the sulphur
content of the bunker fuel isin excess or 0.5 percent of weight for passenger ships and 1,0 percent of
weight for other ships.

HYDROGRAPHY IN UK WATERS

CONTEXT

In the UK, the Maritime and Coastguard Agency (MCA) takes responsibility for HM Government’s
hydrographic commitments under the International Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea (as
amended and including its Protocol of 1988), 1974 (SOLAS). A Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) between MCA and UKHO provides a policy and financial framework for the various activities
conducted by MCA and UKHO to enable UK to meet these commitments. It also formalizes exchange
arrangements between MCA and UKHO (the Participants) and the sharing of expertise, in the fields of
navigation and hydrography. It seeks to enhance safe navigation, the protection of the marine
environment and maritime trade.

The following text covers UKHO and MCA activities and responsibilities, with respect to
hydrography in UK waters, in support of SOLAS Chapter V Regulation 9 (Hydrographic Services)
which requires Contracting Governments to arrange for the collection and compilation of
hydrographic data and the publication, dissemination and keeping up to date of all nautical
information necessary for safe navigation.

1 HYDROGRAPHY

Hydrography is defined by the International Hydrographic Organization (IHO), in its Hydrographic
Dictionary (IHB Publication S-32), as:

“That branch of applied sciences which deals with the measurement and description of the features of
the seas and coastal areas for the primary purpose of navigation and all other marine purposes and
activities, including — inter alia — offshore activities, research, protection of the environment and
prediction services.”

2. UK GOVERNMENT HYDROGRAPHY

2.1 UKHO and MCA recognise the importance of close co-operation to facilitate the delivery
of UK Government’s responsibilities with respect to SOLAS Chapter V, and hydrography
(Regulation 9), in particular.

2.2 ThisMOU is the primary mechanism by which UK, as Contracting Government, supports
SOLAS Chapter V Regulation 9.1.

2.3 UKHO and MCA activities in support of SOLAS Chapter V Regulation 9 are detailed in
paragraphs 3 and 4, respectively, below.

3. UKHO ACTIVITIES

3.1 UKHO is UK’s authorized Hydrographic Office and, as such, produces the Nautical
Charts and Nautical Publications issued officially to meet the requirements for marine
navigation, as defined in SOLAS Chapter V Regulation 2.2.

3.2 UKHO will provide advice to UK Government, including MCA and other Government
Departments, and to the public, on a range of hydrographic matters, in support of SOLAS
Chapter V Regulation 9.
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3.3 The Chief Executive of UKHO and National Hydrographer will ensure that UKHO
produces Products and services which go towards fulfilling UK Government’s
responsibilities to UN Conventions asratified by the UK.

3.4 UKHO will deliver Products and services to assist MCA in ensuring UK Government’s
obligations under SOLAS are met:

Regulation 9.2.1. UKHO will support MCA in meeting UK Government’s
obligations, by participating fully in the UK's Civil Hydrography Programme
(CHP), managed by MCA, as detailed in the CHP MOU.

Regulation 9.2.2. UKHO will prepare and issue nautical charts (including
electronic navigational charts), sailing directions, lists of lights, tide tables and
other nautical publications and services, where applicable, satisfying the needs of
safe navigation in UK waters to meet national requirements.

Regulation 9.2.3. UKHO will promulgate notices to mariners to enable the
Products referred to at paragraph 3.4.3 above to be kept up to date.

Regulation 9.2.4. UKHO will provide data management arrangements to support
the activities listed in 3.4.1 to 3.4.4. As an appointed Place of Deposit for
hydrographic records under Section 4 (1) of the Public Records Act 1958, UKHO
data management currently conformsto National Archives and MoD practices and
recommendations.

Regulations 9.3 and 9.4. UKHO will represent UK Government within the IHO
and participate fully in its activities:

- to ensure the greatest possible uniformity in charts and nautical publications
and to take into account, whenever possible, relevant international
resolutions and recommendations, including those adopted by IHO; and

- to co-ordinate its activities, and those of other national hydrographic
offices, to the greatest possible degree in order to ensure that hydrographic
and nautical information is made available on a world-wide scale as
timeously, reliably, and unambiguously as possible.

3.5 UKHO will support MCA's role of representing UK Government within International
Maritime Organization (IMO), by providing advice on hydrographic and cartographic
matters, when regquested.

MCA ACTIVITIES

4.1 MCA is the UK National Maritime Administration and is therefore responsible for
ensuring that the UK, as a Contracting Government of SOLAS, meets all its obligations
under SOLAS Chapter V.

4.2 In the case of Regulation 9, MCA will make arrangements for the carrying out of
activities pursuant to Regulation 9.2.1 and support UKHO in its activities carried out
under this MOU in relation to Regulations 9.2.2 t0 9.2.4, 9.3 and 9.4:

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Regulation 9.2.1. MCA will ensure that hydrographic surveying is carried out, as
far as possible, adequate to the requirements of safe navigation; MCA will
manage Government funding for the CHP and commission Civil Surveys.

(including electronic charts), sailing directions, lists of lights, tide tables and other
nautical publications, where applicable, satisfying the needs of safe navigation in
UK watersto meet national requirements, by providing advice when appropriate.

Regulation 9.2.3. MCA will support UKHO' s promul gation of notices to mariners
to enable the nautical charts and publications referred to at paragraph 3.4.3 above,
to be kept up to date, by providing advice when appropriate and input to Annual
Noticesto Mariners.

Regulation 9.2.4. MCA will support UKHO's provision of data management
arrangements in 3.4.5 to support the activities referred to at paragraphs 3.4.1 to
3.4.4 above, by depositing Civil Survey Datain UKHO'’ srepository.

Regulations 9.3 and 9.4. MCA will support UKHO's representation of UK
Government within IHO, by providing advice on civil hydrographic, navigation
safety and regulatory matters.

4.3 MCA will represent UK Government within the IMO, in support of SOLAS Chapter V
and participate fully in its activities.
